SNICKERDOODLE CHEESECAKE BARS

TOTAL TIME: 1:00
PREP:0:40

LEVEL: EASY

YIELD: 12 SERVINGS

INGREDIENTS

CHEESECAKE

2 blocks cream cheese, softened
1/2 c. sugar

2 large eggs

1/2 tsp. vanilla extract

pinch of kosher salt
SNICKERDOODLE

2 1/4 c. all-purpose flour

1 tsp. salt

1/2 tsp. baking soda

1 1/2 sticks unsalted butter, melted

1 c. sugar

1/2 c. brown sugar

2 eggs

1 tsp. vanilla extract

1 1/2 tsp. ground cinnamon and 1/8 cup sugar, ctedbi

DIRECTIONS

Preheat oven to 350°. Grease a 9"-x-13" bakingypmcooking spray.

Prepare cheesecake mixture: In a large bowl, eatccheese and 1/2 cup sugar until fluffy. Addseggnilla,
and salt and beat until combined.

Prepare snickerdoodle dough: In a medium bowl, kvtdgether flour, baking soda, and salt. In a ldrge/l,
beat butter and sugar with a hand mixer until pale fluffy, about 3 minutes. Add eggs and vanitid anix
until just combined. Gradually add flour mixturedamix on low until just combined.

Press about two-thirds of the snickerdoodle doaghan even layer in the bottom of the pan. Speinkth cin-
namon-sugar on top. Pour cheesecake batter omtbpnaooth the top with a rubber spatula. Breakedp r
maining snickerdoodle dough into small clumps gmih&le over cheesecake layer. Sprinkle with mane ¢
namon sugar.

Bake until edges are set and center of cheeseciakarenis only slightly jiggly, 35 to 40 minuteset.cool com-
pletely until slicing into square.
